Are you looking for a way to develop young leaders in your congregation? I am pleased to announce receipt 
of a grant from the East Central Synod of Wisconsin’s Bishops’ Initiative through the Siebert Lutheran Foun-
dation to assist in Raising Up Leaders in our congregations. $3,000 has been set aside for this summer to get 
young people involved in two of Crossways’ programs which provide leadership development for youth. 

All sessions are located at Waypost on Mission Lake, Hatley. 

 JrYET is a one week program focused on Peer Ministry training for campers completing grades 8-9.   
  JrYET: August 5-10 2012 

SrYET is a two week enrichment training program focused on leadership and discipleship for campers 
completing grades 10-12.  An Application form filled out by the Pastor/Youth Leader & camper is re-
quired for registration (see website for more information). 
 SrYET: July 29-August 10, 2012 

$50 - $100 grants are available! 
All campers from the East Central Synod of Wisconsin (ECSW) are eligible for a Leadership Grant.  Campers 
who have already registered for these programs are still eligible for the grants.  To receive a grant, campers 
must apply using the attached form.  It will not be automatically applied.  Grants will be awarded in the fol-
lowing amounts: 

 SrYET:   $100 – for youth from ECSW (East Central Synod of Wisconsin) congregations 
 JrYet:     $50 – for youth from ECSW (East Central Synod of Wisconsin) congregations 

A limited number of grants  (26 for SrYET and 12 for JrYET) are available and are awarded on a first-come, 
first-served basis.   

We ask that you select one or more young people you believe to be good candidates for these programs, and 
personally invite them to enroll. Program descriptions are available in the summer brochure or online at 
www.crosswayscamps.org.  Because of the intense group dynamics involved in these programs, we ask that 
you send no more than two participants per session from your congregation. We also encourage you to pro-
vide financial assistance from your church to further reduce the cost of this program for your youth. To en-
roll, use the registration form found in the summer brochure. Space and grant money is limited.   

**Please note that ONLY Senior YET campers need to complete the YET application packet  
in order to attend AND the grant application in order to receive the grant support**
